The stone barn is substantial and is shown shad=zhgn th
sale plan ath measures 13.2m x 7.1m (43'4" x 23'3"). It
constructed of stone elevations and has a corrdgéibee
cement roof. It has a part stone floor. It is jutigmitable fo
conversion to alternative uses, subject to planpargnission.

Adjoining the sbne barn is a steel framed general pur
building set into the hillside. It is shown shadeldie on the
attached plan. It is on two levels and measure3m& 13.7n
(60’ x 45"). Part comprises cattle housing with ciate floor ani
cubicles for 35 cowswith the remainder providing cover i
fodder. The building has block walls and cladding.

To the east of the main buildings is a redundangeaof single
storey stone sheds.




To the west and north of the buildings are thresesgpaddocl
bound ly hedges and fences. The land is sloping with thedy
aspect and the soils comprise of productive cldgams.

The property is of freehold tenure with vacant pssfn upo
completion.

SERVICES

Water is recycled from the buildings to the trougtiains wate
is readily available in the land adjoining the pedp and 1 is
also understood that other services are readilyadle.

PLANNING

A planning application (ref 04/03708/FUL) seekingrmissior
to demolish the steel framed buildingd convert the stone bz
to a dwelling was submitted to Bath & North Eastu@ail in
November 2004. It was refused in March 2005 andegbenti
at appeal in September 2005. A copy of the appeailsibn is
available from the agents.
