SITUATI ON  

Chapel House is situated in a rural position on the outskirts of the 

popular and charming village of East Harptree on the northern edge 

of the Mendip Hills and close to the Chew Valley.

DIRECTIONS  
From the north, proceed southwards from Bristol along the A37 for 

approximately 5 miles. Having travelled through Pensford, turn right 

at the Chewlwood roundabout onto the A368. Travel through the 

village of Bishop Sutton and proceed to West Harptree. On entering 

the village, turn left onto the B3114. Proceed for ½ mile and the 

property will be found on the right. 
 

DESCRIPTION  
Chapel House was formerly the Methodist Chapel serving East 

Harptree but was converted to a high standard some years ago. The 

current owners have improved the property further and immaculate, 

well appointed accommodation is now provided. Character has been 

retained and a balanced combination of contemporary and traditional 

features has been achieved.  Architectural details include carved 

stone windows, arches, exposed beams and floorboards. 
 

Overlooking open countryside, the house is constructed of stone 

elevations under a slate roof.  It is attached and close to the house are 

designated parking areas and a secluded garden. The house is 

approached along a pathway leading from the parking areas. The 

property would provide a great family home or suit individuals and 

couples alike.
